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a.	The foreign carrier is authorized to conduct special instrument approach procedure, departure procedure, standard terminal arrival (STAR) and RNAV visual flight procedure (RVFP) operations, provided the operation is conducted in accordance with the limitations and provisions in the procedures described in this operations specification.
b.   The foreign air carrier is authorized to conduct special non-14 CFR Part 97 instrument and RVFP operations on the listed procedures and airports, provided the operation is conducted in accordance with the limitations and provisions.

c.    Additional Authorizations. 

(1) The foreign operator should be authorized C052, Straight-In Non-Precision, APV, and Category I Precision Approach and Landing Minima—All Airports, to accomplish the same “type” of approach, other than RVFP and RNP AR, authorized in C381. 

(2) Unless FAA headquarter concurrence was received to the contrary, the foreign operator must be issued C384 if an RNP AR-like special procedure, normally titled RNAV (RNP), is authorized in C381. The authorization in C384 must contain the “lowest RNP” and “additional aircraft capabilities” meeting the requirements of the special procedure. 

(3) Operations Specifications C063, Area Navigation (RNAV) and Required Navigation Performance (RNP) Terminal Operations; C077, Terminal Flight Rules Limitations and Provisions; and/or C080, Terminal Area IFR Operations in Class G Airspace and at Airports Without an Operating Control Tower for Scheduled Passenger Operations may be required.

d.    Special Limitations or Provisions. The foreign air carrier shall not conduct any operation authorized by this operations specification paragraph, unless the foreign air carrier’s training program provides training in the equipment and special procedures to be used, and the civil aviation authority responsible for oversight of the carrier has approved or accepted the special procedures.
