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a.	As illustrated below, Table 1 in A003 has been designed to load certain aircraft data entered in WebOPSS under Maintain Operator Data > Aircraft.  On first issuance of the A003 for a foreign air carrier, selections must be made from the drop down lists provided for the remaining columns.   For future reissuance of A003, the “From Active” button can be used to populate these columns with the data from the issued A003.  See item 3 below for further information on this functionality.  For aircraft entered in WebOPSS since the A003 was issued to a foreign air carrier, these columns will have to be manually completed.  

Since the RVSM column exists in HQ Revision: 050, if a foreign air carrier has HQ Revision:050 issued, clicking the “From Active” button will populate the RVSM column with the data from the RVSM column of the issued A003.  If aircraft have been entered in WebOPSS since the A003 was issued, the RVSM column will have to be manually completed for those aircraft along with the Ground Deicing Program, Data Link System and Communication System columns.  

Aircraft in the text field provided to list those not having a minimum equipment list (MEL) and any text entered in the nonstandard text field will also be populated from the issued copy into the Workspace copy being edited.

This will populate the RVSM, Ground Deicing Program, Data Link System, and Communication System columns in the Workspace copy being edited with the data for the aircraft listed in the issued A003.   For any newly added aircraft, the appropriate selections must be made in each of these columns.
