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	a. The certificate holder is authorized, under a deviation as provided in 14 CFR Section 121.645 to conduct certain operations outside the 48 contiguous United States and the District of Columbia using the fuel supply specified in this operations specification. The certificate holder shall not conduct international operations under these operations specifications using fuel supplies less than those required by the basic provisions of Section 121.645 (without a deviation) unless those operations are conducted in accordance with the special limitations and provisions of this paragraph. However this deviation may be combined with the en route fuel reserve authorizations specified in paragraph B343 if applicable.

b. Required Fuel Supply. The certificate holder is authorized to conduct operations only within the areas of en route operation where this paragraph is referenced in paragraph B050 of these operations specifications with at least the following fuel supply. Each aircraft used by the certificate holder shall have enough fuel on board, considering the requirements of section 121.647 to accomplish all of the following:

	(1) Fly to and land at the airport to which it is dispatched or released.

	(2) After that, to fly for a period of 10 percent of that portion of the en route time (between thedeparture airport and the airport to which it was released) where the aircraft's position can not be "reliably fixed" at least once each hour in accordance with paragraph B032 of these operations specifications.

	NOTE: Fuel reserves defined in paragraph (b)(2) above are not required provided the aircraft has an operational Dual GPS system which is authorized in paragraph B036, or a single operational GPS system which is authorized in paragraph B054; and a predispatch PRAIM forecast shows sufficient PRAIM to an RNP4 standard for the portion of the flight the aircraft is in Oceanic or Remote Continental Airspace. Permissible gaps in RAIM may not exceed the maximums provided for in ICAO Doc 7030, or NAT Doc 007.

	(3) After that, to fly to and land at the most distant alternate airport specified in the dispatch or flight release, as applicable, (if an alternate is required by 14 CFR Section 121.621/623, as appropriate).

	(4) After that, to fly for 45 minutes at normal cruising fuel consumption.

	

	(c) Special Limitations and Provisions. The certificate holder shall conduct operations that use the fuel supplies authorized by this paragraph in accordance with the following condition:

	(1) Require flightcrews to report immediately to the dispatcher (or flight follower, as applicable) anytime the estimated time of arrival at the destination exceeds fifteen minutes beyond the flight plan ETA, the cruise altitude varies by four thousand (4,000) feet or more from the flight plan, or the airplane deviates more than one hundred (100) nautical miles from the flight-planned route.

	(2) The certificate holder shall report any declarations of emergency fuel to AFS-200 through its Principal Operations Inspector. Additionally, the certificate holder will report any occurrence of a low fuel state which results in actions being taken by ATC and/or dispatch in order to provide priority handling, even if no emergency is declared.

d. Training. Flight crewmembers and dispatchers or flight followers, as applicable, must be trained in the use of the procedures approved for this authorization.

The certificate holder is not authorized to use the provisions of this paragraph when flights are conducted in accordance with paragraph B044.
